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"As cities grew people learnt‘many’ beautiful arts. They also learnt how to write. But for a long time

there was no paper to write on and people used to write on the bark of the Bhojpatara Tree- I think this is

called the birch in English- as they wrote on palm leaves. Even noun you can find in some libraries whole

books written in those far-off days on leaves of the palm trees. Then came paper and it was easier to write

but there were no printing process and books could not be pfinted off in their thusands as is done today.
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
