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From the Vice Chancellor’s Desk,

As you will see in this particular biennial newsletter which is a combined one for the
last two years - 2012 and 2013 — there's a whole new orientation reflective of the mood of
the Maulana Azad National Urdu University that is surging ahead on its path of progress
and development.

This bulletin of news provides information about events fait accompli and forecasts
plans that are in place for the future. It is typically directed at a special audience who are
often the University's well wishers, staff and students wanting to Keep abreast with the
happenings. The University has been on a fast track of development and is trying to catch
up with people and places in an inclustve and responsive manner. There is a wide coverage
of a number of different events ranging from various categories such as meetings/events
open to the general public andfor campus-at-large; professional development which focuses
on faculty development activities, as well as other workshops; research and creative activity
whick looks into the University's research and sponsored programs, as well as indrvidual
accomplishiments by faculty and staff: activities of students and miscellaneous information
which represent all those activities that the University has been involved in.

Standing upto its commitment, the Maulana Azad National Urdu U <ity in the
last one year has added to the existing profile of the University © lating new
departments in the science stream such as the Department of iematics and

strengthening of the Department of Computer Science & Information Technology.
Establishing more departments in science subjects is on the anvil. This may seem a regular
exercise in other universities but imparting science education through Urdu medium is
formidable challenge which the university fias taken up with gusto. Taking this further,
plans are also in place to start two Colleges of Arts and Sciences, one at the Headquarters
and another one at the land acquired at Budgam near Srinagar, Jammu < Kashmir.

Realizing the importance of teacher educators at school level, more Colleges of Teacher
Education were established. Hence three more CTE's were established last year at
Aurangabad in Maharasfhitra, Sambhal in Uttar Pradesh and Asansol in West Bengal On
the anvil is also establishing two more Colleges of Teacher ediscation at Bidar in Kamatakg
and Nuh in Haryana.

In the Arts stream the Department of Islamic Studies started last year which offers a
®G level degree and fias seen good number of admissions. Because there are many students
from madarsa background who come to MANUU to study, naturally they feel inclined to
take up this programme.

A little less than two years ago, the H.K,Sherwani Centre for Deccan Studies was
establishied with the objective to conduct research studies on the underrepresented region of
the Deccan. It is a unique centre onfy one of its kind in the entire country to focus on the
Deccan and through the fiolding of lectures, research projects and other events it has shown
a high research output. A Centre for Central Asian Studies is going to be established which
will focus on strategic dialogue related to foreign policy issues and this Centre should be in a
position to offer poficy making initiatives. A Centre for Religious Education called the
Deeni Taleem Markaz is also being established which will debate on many important
religious issues in a balanced non biased way.

MANUU fas been successful in acquiring land in different parts of the country to
start satellite campuses offering need based courses in Srinagar, Bidar and Cuttack adding
to the existing satellite campus in Lucknow. There was a scientific vision in doing so. It
was necessary to identify different pockets in India with a high density Musfim population
who are mainly speakers and learners of Urdu who are aspiring to gain admission into
higher education in the country.

Talking of science and technology, MANUU has gone hi-tech with the entire campus
becoming Wi-Fi-enabled. It is one of the few central untversities to install a secured data
network, at its premises of WiFi-Wimax_ technology, which connects all buildings. The
National Informatics Centre (NIC) executed the project. The best example of the use of this
technology was when the Hon'ble President of India Shr. Pranab Mukherjee addressed
academicians and students of Central Universities, IITs, National Institute of Technology
and other institutes and laboratories on 7 January 2014 wishing them for the New Year
through video conferencing. The mission of the National Knowledge Network few years ago
seemed a dream but with this India entered another golden era.

I hope to continue with this dialogue on a more frequent basis to Keep alive the
connect with you all which is more than alive and dynamic.

The H.K. Sherwani Centre for Deccan
Studies was established at the Maulana
Azad National Urdu University in March
2012. The Cenire was named afier the

renowned Indian historian, scholar and
author, Haroon Khan Sherwani, whose
contribution to the study of different
dimensions of the Deccan is immensely
noteworthy. The Centre organized its
Inaugural Lecture which was given by the
celebrated writer William Dalrymple on
the Syncretic Civilisation of the Deccan on
11th September 2012. The lecture has
broken new ground in terms of historical
scholarship and speaks about many finer
nuances of Deccan’s syncretic culture. It
was pictorially illustrated, translated into
Urdu and brought out as a monograph in
English and Urdu. It also forms the first
publication of the H.K.Sherwani Centre for
Deccan Studies.

The Centre organized a lecture on Deccani
Miniature Paintings on 2Tth November
2012 by the internationally renowned artist
Padmabhushan Jatin Das. According to
him, Deccani miniature paintings carry the
influence of Persian and Kalamkari arts.
They are distinguished by the absence of
ornate border but at the same time have
brilliant colours. The master pieces of this
art form should be saved and restored for
posterity. Dr. Salma Farooqui, Honorary
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Director of H.K. Sherwani Centre for
Deccan Studies, presented a historical
perspective and introduction of these

paintings.

A major research swdy titled 4
Cartographic Profile of the Deccan was
recently completed by the H.K.Sherwani

Centre for Deccan Studies. The study has
put together 135 maps and nautical charts
produced by map-makers, hydrographers
and foreign travellers some as old as 900
years and some 4s young as only a 100
years in 10 different longuages -
Portuguese, Dutch, French, English,
German, ltalian, Latin, Catalan, Chinese
and Arabic. Janab Najeeb Jung, LU
Governor of Delhi released the book in
English and Urdu versions on 20th
September 2013 in Hyderabad. The book
gains significance and has generated lot of
interest since there is no historical atlas of

the Deccan till date.

Centre for the Study of Social Exclusion
and Inclusive Policy

The Centre for the Study of Social
Exclusion and Inclusive Policy (CSSEIP)
which was established with the aim of
focusing on the studies and research on
social exclusion and inclusive policies in
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the country continued with its mission in
the years 2012 and 2013, The Centre
envisaged  organizing  international,

national and regional level conferences,

seminars and symposia as a means of
achieving its target to contribute to
development of the Muslim community.
Thus keeping in view the on-going debate

on the issues of national importance
relating the Muslim minorities and
particularly of Muslim women, the Centre
has organized a three-day international
conference on, “Status of Muslim Women
in Indian Sub-Continent” during 6th to 8th
March, 2013.

The Centre has started a Popular Lecture
Series Programme (PLSP) and the
Monthly  Lecture  Series  Programme
(MLSP) under which well known
personalities of research, administration
and the civil society networks shall be
invited to deliver lectures on the topics
covering the social exclusion. The
objective of these programmes is to
sensitise the campus community on the
social exclusion issues and to evolve a
debate on the particular subject seeking
further research interest and policy support
concerning the issue. The speakers invited
are from different places in the country and

also from the international bodies. The
Centre and its faculty also share their
thoughts over the issues so to understand
the commonalities involved in the issues
across India and other countries. Also the
Centre has its own forum of debate where
faculty members often sit for round table
discussions and share ideas about the
issues of social exclusion and various
inclusive policies. Thus in the years 2012
and 2013, various lectures have been
organized through PLSP and MLSP. On
April 16th, 2012 a lecture by Prof. Adapa
Satyanarayana of Osmania University was
conducted on “Relevance of Phule and
Ambedkar: Emanicipation of Minorities™.
On 12th July, 2012 Prof. Ayub Ali from
Kakatiya University delivered a lecture on
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“Constructing Historical Knowledge: A
Round Table Discussion™. Prof Adapa
Stayanarayana has delivered his second
lecture at the Centre on 27th July, 2012 on
“Missionaries and Marginalized People in
Andhra Pradesh”. A lecture on “Violence
in Assam: Is it Regionalist or Religious”
was delivered by Mr. R. Vijayakrishna,
(IPS), DIG of Assam, on 28th August
2012. On 27th September, 2012 Mr. R.

Drive

MANUU has acquired 7 acres of land at
Sambhal donated by the Nadeem Tarin
Education Society in 2012. The
Government of Haryana has donated 17.2
acres at Nuh, Mewat, Haryana in 2013.
The Government of Karnataka has donated
10 acres of land to the University at Bidar.
The Muslim Education Society, West
